Judging process

Atall stages, judges score independently of other judges.

Stage one of judging is carried out by HITO representatives. HITO will verify your progress and achievements upon receipt of entry.
Tip: Make sure you answer all the questions outlined in the above criteria.

Stage two of judging is carried out by hair, beauty, and barbering industry representatives.

During this stage, a shortlist of finalists are identified.
